New Antenna

The attached picture shows the new Urban beam antenna that was installed at the NI8Z residence on
Saturday, August 25™. The new SteppIR antenna is a rotatable directional antenna for 40 through 6 meters. 40
and 30 meters are just dipoles. The 20, 17, 15, 24, 28 and 6 meter bands are two element yagis.

The installation was a nine hour install after the antenna was completely constructed on the ground in the front
of the NI8Z home. The building of this antenna took four days.

The key to the installation was the help from fellow hams Metro, W8SMET; Terry, KB8DTC; Mark, WJB8WM and
Jim Plummer, KBARY, who was visiting from SC. The main non-ham help came from Cory Dunn who brought
the mechanical lift and was in the bucket a long time.

The total time for this install was approximately nine hours. First, the old StepplIR four element yagi had to
come down, and then the new one went up. If you look carefully at the picture another antenna was put up, a
delta loop for 40 and 30 meters.

Much thanks and appreciation to all who helped on this antenna project. | think | will certainly enjoy much DX
this coming year. There was a big learning curve obtained during the construction. If anyone thinks they want

to put one up in the near future they can call me for help.

Eddie Stevens, KD8FTS

How did you become interested in ham radio?

Both of my parents were amateur radio operators since | was very young, so | sort of grew up surrounded by
amateur radio. Some of my earliest memories are of attending the Dayton Hamvention as well as the Findley
and Rochester hamfests. | first attended the Dayton Hamvention when | was two years old, at least | was told
that | did.

What made you decide to take the test?

Even though | grew up around amateur radio, | never had much interest in it when | was younger. One day,
when | was in my mid-thirties, my wife, Colleen, asked about amateur radio. She observed my dad while he
was on a net, and asked what amateur radio was all about. | did my best to explain amateur radio to her. She
then commented that we should both get our licenses. The rest is history. We both got our licenses several
months later after attending a CARS technician class.

When did you get your license(s)?
I got my technician license on April 2, 2007. | upgraded to a general license on February 28, 2008.
What radios and antennas do you use?

| have two Kenwood TM-D710A UHF / VHF radios. One is used as a mobile station with a magmount antenna.
The other is in my “shack” and is connected to an Arrow OSJ 146/440 Dual Band J-Pole antenna. | also have
an ICOM IC-746 HF Transceiver in my shack. | use it on various bands for which | have an assortment of
single-band wire antennas. Sadly, | have little time for HF activity, so this radio goes largely unused. | also
have an assortment of HTs. The one that gets the most use is my Wouxun KG-UV3D. | find that it is more
versatile than those designed primarily for amateur use.

What is your mobile set up?

I am most proud of my mobile setup. It consists of a removable Go-Box based around my Kenwood TM-D710A
radio. My entire mobile setup can be moved from one vehicle to another in a matter of minutes. It has been
used as a portable net control station for various events, a cross-band repeater, and in several public service
events it has allowed me to operate out of official event vehicles, rather than my own vehlcle at 50 watts,
without a lengthy radio installation process. :

My primary interest in amateur radio is VHF and UHF activity.

I enjoy club nets as well as experimenting with crossbanding and
VolIP linking technologies. | also enjoy transmitter hunting.

The
output power is down maybe 100 watts or so as | get a solid 600 plus watts out on a 35 year
old original Eimac 3-500Z tube (code date 8340) that usually means 1983 40th week, this was
tested into a 1kw dummy load driven by a Yaesu FT1000 MP Mark V using a Yaesu YS-60
swr/power meter.

This amp comes from an estate and only has the original lllustration booklet (construction
paperwork) and copy of user manual. People tell me they can get 750 to 800 watts out with a
new tube (cost $220.00).

You can see from the pix it is a good job of wiring (still working after 35 years) and is clean
inside and out, some minor scratches only. All knobs are original and in good condition.

They say the SB-1000 is the only amp Heath made with 160 meters, | did not confirm that. Also
this Heathkit design is still being produced by Ameritron as the AL 80B. This amp is wired for
240 VAC and does NOT include an AC plug. Amp weighs 50 lbs
